Hebrews 10:19-25 (ESV) 

19 Therefore, brothers,[a] since we have confidence to enter the holy places by the blood 
of Jesus, 20 by the new and living way that he opened for us through the curtain, that is, 

through his flesh, 21 and since we have a great priest over the house of God, 22 let us 
draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled

faithful. 24 And let us consider how to stir up one another to love and good works, 25 not

II. God wants us to get closer to Him, to let Him renew us, and to depend on Him. 
Hebrews 10:22-23 (ESV) 

22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, with our 
hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure 
water. 23 Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for he who 

promised is faithful. 

 

III. God wants us in Community 

Hebrews 10:24-25 (ESV) 

24 And let us consider how to stir up one another to love and good works, 25 not 
neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another, 

and all the more as you see the Day drawing near. 

Mark 5:22-23, 35-36, 38-42 (ESV) 

22 Then came one of the rulers of the synagogue, Jairus by name, and seeing him, he 
fell at his feet 23 and implored him earnestly, saying, “My little daughter is at the point of 

death. Come and lay your hands on her, so that she may be made well and live.”… 

35 While he was still speaking, there came from the ruler's house some who said, “Your 
daughter is dead. Why trouble the Teacher any further?” 36 But overhearing[a] what they 

said, Jesus said to the ruler of the synagogue, “Do not fear, only believe.”… 38 They 
came to the house of the ruler of the synagogue, and Jesus[a] saw a commotion, people 
weeping and wailing loudly. 39 And when he had entered, he said to them, “Why are you 

making a commotion and weeping? The child is not dead but sleeping.” 40 And they 
laughed at him. But he put them all outside and took the child's father and mother and 

those who were with him and went in where the child was. 41 Taking her by the hand he 
said to her, “Talitha cumi,” which means, “Little girl, I say to you, arise.” 42 And 

immediately the girl got up and began walking (for she was twelve years of age), and 
they were immediately overcome with amazement. 
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
