5. Luke 6:46: “Why do you call me, ‘Lord, Lord,” and do not do what | say?
6. Mark 16:15: He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to all
creation.
7. Matt. 24:14: And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the whole world
as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.
8. Rom. 10:13-15: ¥ for, “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be
saved.” *How, then, can they call on the one they have not believed in? And
how can they believe in the one of whom they have not heard?

14.Checkpoint #3: DESIRE leads to DEVOTION.
